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DIRECTIVE 

On socio- economic development planning and State budget estimation for 2015

----------------------------------------------
2015 is the fifth and significant year in the implementation of the objectives set in Resolution of 9th Dong Nai Provincial Party Congress, Resolution of the Provincial People's Council (Term VII) on the objectives, tasks and solutions for socio-economic development, defense and security for the 5 years’ period from 2011 to 2015. Pursuant to Directive no.14/ CT-TTg dated June 14, 2014 by Prime Minister on economic development planning and State budget estimation for 2015, Chairman of Provincial People's Committee requires departments, agencies, People's Committees of districts, Long Khanh town and Bien Hoa city, State-owned enterprises to elaborate on their socio-economic development plans and state budget estimates for 2015 with the following principal tasks and contents:
A. MAJOR OBJECTIVES AND TASKS OF SOCIO-ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PLANNING AND STATE BUDGET ESTIMATION FOR 2015
I. Requirements for socio-economic development planning and state budget estimation for 2015:
1. To seriously, comprehensively and honestly assess the implementation of the 2014 socio-economic development plan and state budget estimates, on the basis of fully evaluating the implementation of Resolutions of the Government, the Party Provincial Committee, the Provincial People's Council; Instructions of the Provincial People's Committee. To concentrate on the implementation of the following Resolutions:
- Resolution No. 01/NQ-CP dated January 02, 2014 by the Government on main tasks and solutions to directing and administering the implementation of the 2014 socio-economic development plan and State budget estimate; 
- Resolution No. 06/NQ-TU dated January 20, 2014 of Executive Committee of provincial Party Committee (Term IX) on the principal objectives, tasks and solutions for 2014; 

- Resolution No. 96/2013/NQ-HDND dated December 06, 2013 of the Provincial People’s Council on objectives and solutions for performing tasks in socio-economics and defense – security, on  issuing land prices in 2014 in Dong Nai; Resolution No. 97/2013/ NQ-HDND dated December 06, 2013 of Provincial People’s Council on assigning agencies with estimation of state budget revenue - local budget expenditure, on allocating provincial budget spending and supplements for high-level budget to low-level budget in Dong Nai province for 2014; Resolution No. 98/2013/NQ- HDND dated December 06, 2013 of Provincial People’s Council on entrusting relevant agencies with investment and construction targets for 2014.
2. To focus on evaluating achievements of Dong Nai in 2014 against its objectives and targets for socio-economic development and state budget estimates set for 2014; to ensure that the evaluation content clearly demonstrate accomplished and unaccomplished issues, objective and subjective reasons for existing limitations in order to figure out solutions in the upcoming time; of which assessing and analyzing impact of situations in the East Sea on the fulfillment  of objectives and targets set for 2014. Concurrently, to evaluate those against the objectives and targets set by levels and branches in their 2011- 2015 five-year socio-economic development plan.  
3. To identify objectives, targets and tasks of 2015 socio-economic development plan based on main objectives of 2011 - 2015 five-year plan for socio-economic development, national defense and security pursuant to Resolution of the 9th provincial Party Congress, Resolution No. 188/2010/ NQ-HDND dated December 09, 2010 of the provincial People's Council, on the implementation of 2014 socio-economic development plan, and on forecasting the worldwide, nationwide and provincial situations, the impact of the East Sea’s situations on socio- economic development; at the same time, associated with the planning and characteristics of each industry, comparative advantages of each locality to ensure feasibility.
4. When formulating socio-economic development plan for 2015; departments, branches, localities, agencies shall associate the plan with their own capacity to balance resources and their own solutions and implementing measures to ensure the feasibility and efficient utilization of resources, and to attach the importance to socializing resources in investment for development.
5. When making 2015 state budget estimates; departments, branches, localities, agencies must stick to objectives and tasks of 2015 socio-economic development plan and the period from 2011 to 2015, to 2013 – 2015 three-year investment plan of state budget, to their own key tasks and activities; in compliance with the regime and current policy of the State and on the basis of practicing thrift and combating wastefulness; of ensuring the time frame as stipulated by the State Budget Law and documents guiding the implementation of State Budget Law. .
6. To ensure the uniformity, integrity and close coordination among levels, branches, localities, agencies and units in socio-economic development planning and state budget estimation for 2015 in order to guarantee quality and effectiveness; openness, transparency and candor in the planning and allocation of resources and state budget.
II. Major objectives and tasks of socio-economic development plan and state budget estimates for 2015
1. Overall objective
To promote breakthroughs for development, economic restructuring in association with the shift of growth model towards higher quality, effectiveness and competitiveness; to implement synchronous policies on national security, social welfare to improve people's living conditions; to enhance environmental protection and national defense - security, to maintaining political security and social order and safety in the province.
2. Major tasks
a. Economic development 
- To further implement the overall project on economic restructuring in connection with growth model shift and projects on restructuring industries towards improving quality, effectiveness and competitiveness in order to attract investment nationwide and worldwide as well as to boost exports to new markets. To promote reviews and adjustments for the development planning for the purposes of utilizing advantages and potentials that strengthen economic development. To strive for 11.5 -12.5% of gross regional domestic product (GRDP) growth rate in 2015.
- To restructure industry towards the development of industrial products that have competitive advantage, supporting industry, high-tech industry, and industry for agricultural and rural development. To further apply science and technology which are modern, advanced to produce goods with more added value. To check for raising the effective operations of industrial zones and parks.
- To restructure agriculture towards new rural construction, further application of science and technology to production; to develop the large-scale and high-yield agriculture by creating and applying modern production model that follow market-driven economy with close linkage between households and enterprises; to carry out policies on encouraging and supporting enterprises to invest in agricultural and rural development under Decree No. 210/2013/ND-CP dated December 19, 2013.
- To concentrate on developing the service sectors bearing advantages, and high-added value such as telecommunication, information technology, finance, banking, insurance and other services that promoting production and business development as well as people's living conditions. To pay attention to develop domestic and provincial markets, increase trade promotion, to search for and expand to new potential export market. To accelerate export activities, and tightly control import activities. To enhance market management activities, prevention of smuggling, commercial fraud, counterfeiting and speculation that cause market disruption. To promote e-commerce activities.
- To keep mobilizing resources for economic investment and development. To effectively implement public investment restructuring plan. To focus on implementing mechanisms and policies aimed at calling for resources from economic sectors to participate in infrastructure construction, agricultural and rural development investment, together with science and technology development research. To boost investment management activities for State budget and Government bonds in order to avoid fragmented investment and to enhance investment efficiency.
- To further improve the investment and business environment, of which emphasizing on solutions to reducing market entry costs, accessing and stabilizing the use of land use, enhancing transparency, and creating the environment with fair and equal competitiveness. To further reform administrative procedures, apply information technology to state’s administrative agencies as well as raise their accountability in order to ensure openness and transparency in administrative procedures and business information. To further implement policies to accompany with business in tackling problems and obstacles for stimulating production and business development. 

- To accelerate restructuring of credit institutions and banks, to focus on settling bad debts. 

- To effectively carry out approved programs and plans to restructure state-owned enterprises.
b. Social development
- In terms of social security: to continue deploying the Central Resolution 5 (Term XI) on some social policies for the period 2012 and 2020. To applying mechanisms and policies integrated for jobs generation. To further inspect and monitor working conditions, labor safety, and labor protection. To properly implement policies on social and unemployment insurance as well as to allow more approaches to social insurance. To synchronously and effectively carry out policies, programs and projects on poverty reduction, ethnic minority group; as well as to fully and timely follow social security policies taken into effect, particularly on people who have contributed to the revolution and have been subjected to social protection, on the elderly living alone and on children in especially difficult circumstances. To further inspect and supervise the implementation of policies on labor, labor safety and employers paying social and unemployment insurances for their employees.
- With regard to medical practice, people's health care and protection: To further expand and improve network of preventive health services, to proactively involve in disease prevention and treatment to avoid the spread of epidemics. To synchronously impose measures for improving the healthcare quality and for roadmap of national health insurance. To strictly control prices as well as quality of medicines. To further inspect and control food quality, safety and hygiene. To effectively deploy the Resolution No. 05/NQ-CP dated February 13, 2014 of the Government on further implementation of the United Nations Millennium Development Goals in healthcare field.
- In terms of education and training development: to effectively implement Education Development Strategy and Government’s Action Plan following Central Resolution 8 (Term XI) on basic and comprehensive reforms in education and training. To accelerate the socialization of education and to improve quality of vocational and tertiary education. To carry on accomplishing Dong Nai’s Human Resource Development Program from 2011 to 2015.
- With respect to science and technology development: to keep following Plan of Party Provincial Committee guiding the implementation of Resolution issued in 6th Plenary of Central Committee (Term XI) on science and technology development for the industrialization and modernization in a socialist-oriented market economy and in the international integration context.
- To implement the Central Resolution 9 (Term XI) on cultural issues by further fostering a culture which promotes fine and traditional values of national identity while selectively absorbing the quintessence of the world culture. To carry on developing and generating a cultural environment which is fine in value and diversified in forms, as well as increase the efficiency of system of cultural institutions, gymnastics and sports clubs. To further socialize and diversify the resources in such fields as culture, gymnastics and sports. To have strict management over cultural activities, sports and festivals.
- To accelerate the dissemination of information transparently and promptly about the guidelines and policies of the Party and State as well as socio-economic development situations. To improve the quality of press and publishing activities. 
- To appropriately apply policies on ethnic and religious groups. To foster a living environment where is safe, friendly to children whose rights to be safeguarded. To carry out Vietnamese families’ development strategy. To gradually guarantee gender equality in all aspects ranging from politics, economics to culture and society; thereby narrowing the gender gap. 
- To attach the importance to handling society’s most pressing problems especially including prolonged legal proceedings, corruption, crime, social evils, traffic accidents and other drawbacks in medical services and education.
c. Natural resources management, environmental protection and response to climate change
To keep implementing the Central Resolution 7 (Term XI) on proactively responding to climate change, upholding natural resources management and environmental protection; implementing the Government’s Resolution on concerning issues in environmental protection. To carry out the Plan of Party Provincial Committee following Resolution issued in 6th Plenary Central Committee (Term XI) on "further renewing land-related policies and laws during comprehensive reform period in order to provide the foundation for Vietnam to basically becoming a modernization-oriented industrialized country by 2020". To successfully pursue 2011 – 2015 Environmental Protection Program, Sustainable Development Plan and Green Growth Implementation Plan of Dong Nai province. 
To effectively implement revised Land Law and relevant regulations, guidance detailing the implementation of this revised Law.
d. Administrative reform; anti-corruption, thrift practice and wastefulness combat; settlements of complaints and denunciations
- To apply new regulations guiding the implementation of newly-issued Constitution, to improve the quality of documents drafted and consulted within the competence of local entity in issuing legal normative documents that are constitutional, legitimate, feasible and effective when being put into practice.
- To further deploying the Administrative Reform Program for the period 2011 - 2020, of which focusing on construction works, generating high-quality contingent of cadres, civil and public servants; on improving the quality of administrative and public services that bring benefits to enterprises and people. To further promote applying information technology to state agencies’ operations as well as renovating the operational mechanism of administrative system, thereby bringing transparency in the state’s management. 
- To further enhance preventing and fighting against bureaucracy, corruption and wastefulness. To take prompt and drastic actions for handling violation cases. To improve the performance of agencies which specialize in corruption combat. 

- To improve the efficiency and effectiveness in redressing grievances and denunciations; to mitigate grievances in group. To properly implement the Law on receiving citizens.
e. National defense and security; foreign affairs and international integration
- To enhance all-people defense and security, and to ensure firm establishment of provincial defense area. To successfully maintain political security as well as keep social order and safety. To accomplish tasks for national defense and security, and socio-economic development targets. To well perform the recruitment and hand-over of military force according to quotas set for the number and quality. 

- To encourage the patriotism and power of the entire Party and People of Dong Nai province to contribute in defending the national sovereignty and interests in the East Sea. To proactively keep track of and foresee the situation; strictly control and take prompt actions against bad entities leading and revoking the people to do bad things, for the purposes of  ensuring security and order, of protecting people’s life, assets, production and business conditions of organizations and individuals, especially in foreign direct invested enterprises in the province.
- To effectively perform the National Target Program for preventing and eradicating of drug-related crimes and prostitution, for maintaining road traffic order and safety. 

- To further fostering friendship and cooperation for development with other provinces nationwide and oversea countries. To actively notify and encourage people and enterprises to obey Trade Agreements that have already been or prepared to be signed by our country, especially Vietnam - EU Free Trade Agreement (EVFTA), Trans-Pacific Partnership (TPP) Free Trade Agreement.
f. Propaganda
- All levels and branches in the province must actively and frequently provide up-to-date information to the mass media about guidelines, mechanisms, policies and laws of the State; about socio-economic situation, investment environment and other related information about the situations in the province; about the policies of the Party and State on defending the sovereignty of sea and islands, ect. in order to create a deep understanding and consensus among people who will definitely make substantial contributions to fulfill the targets. 
- To further apply Democracy Principle at grassroots level; A Mechanism where people can express their opinions, raise their feedbacks as well as supervise works done by the Party and State particularly basing on policies on economics, society, master planning, plans, programs and important development projects.
III. State budget estimation tasks
2015 State budget revenues shall be estimated actively on the basis of taking into account the performance evaluation of 2014 state budget revenue and forecasting production - business investment and development, trading as well as import and export activities in 2015; clearly calculating factors that result in an increase or a decrease in revenue due to implementation of Law on Tax newly adjusted or supplemented and of the roadmap for tariff reduction and exemption as stated in international commitment;  earnings to be exempted, reduced from or extended to be collected into state budget revenue according to Resolutions of the National Assembly and Government. At the same time, to frequently check the tax declaration of organizations and individuals as prescribed in law.
On that basis, 2015 state budget estimates will collect tax and charge revenues accounting for about 20-22% of GRDP. Domestic revenue estimates (excluding revenues from land-use levies) are expected to increase on average at least 14-16% over 2014 estimated revenues (excluding factors caused by policy changes). Export-import revenues estimates are planned to grow at least 6-8% over the 2014 estimated revenues.
2. With regard to estimation of state budget expenditure
Based on the government’s evaluation, the future relations with China will have such a profound impact on the 2015 economy and state budget while there is such considerable demand for investment in developing and ensuring social security, national defense and security, social order and safety, etc; that the State will encounter with various difficulties in 2015 balanced budget. Therefore; departments, branches and localities should assure thrift practice and prevent wastefulness from the first stage when identifying critical and key tasks need to be carried out in 2015, then estimating state budget expenditures in pursuant to existing budget spending regimes, criteria and norms. Programs, projects and schemes which are approved by the competent authorities should be prioritized based on their significance or feasibility to implement in 2015 so as to fulfill tasks with the allocated state budget resources.
To timely serve the estimation for 2015 state budget expenditures; departments, agencies and localities shall keep reviewing the current regimes and policies; the economic - technical norms related to their branches and domains. On that basis, they can propose competent authorities to amend supplement or annul regimes and policies which were outdated or impractical. 
2015 state budget expenditures shall be estimated in some areas, based on specific tasks as follows:

a) Development investment spending:

2015 development investment spending shall be consistent with the 2015 socio-economic development plan and five-year Plan from 2011 to 2015; shall assure a reasonable spending level out of the total state budget expenditure, suiting 2014-2015 mid-term investment plan which has been approved.
In terms of additional target programs included in state budget, ongoing programs should receive priority, at the same time, further mobilizing and incorporating other resources in order to complete those programs within the approved schedule. Only new programs which are allowed by Prime Minister to be additionally included in 2014-2015 mid-term investment plan will be allocated 2015 planned funds. 
The allocation of investment funds from the 2015 state budget must adhere to the following principles:
- To comply with directions of the Prime Minister in Directive No. 1792/CT-TTg dated October 15, 2011 on strengthening investment management from State budget capital and Government bond capital, Directive No. 27/CT-TTg dated October 10, 2012 on settling unsolved debts in basic construction at local level, Directive No. 14/CT-TTg dated June 28, 2013 on strengthening investment management and unsolved debts’ settlement in basic construction from the state budget and government bonds; with directions of Provincial People’s Committee in Directive No. 33/2013/CT-UBND dated October 30, 2013 on mitigating unsolved debt in investment capital in the province; Document No. 6037/ UBND-KT dated July 29, 2013 on enhancing investment management, settling of remaining debts in basic construction which are borrowed from the state budget, and drawing up plan for investment and construction in 2014, Document No. 8301/ UBND-CNN dated November 23, 2011.

- To mainly allocate the investment spending from 2015 state budget to complete and speed up the implementation progress of important and key projects which greatly contribute to socio- economic development of the province, branches and localities, and infrastructure projects pursuant to Plan No. 111-KH/TU dated April 16, 2013 by Party Provincial Committee; to provide capital for infrastructure construction projects under the criteria of new rural area or communes; to arrange funds for completing projects under the phase 2 of the program to upgrade schools, classrooms, public buildings.
- To fully allocate funds based on structure of education and training as regulated in the targets of Provincial People’s Committees. 
- In each sector or field; to prioritize funds for projects, works to be completed and operated prior to December 31, 2014 but not received sufficient capital; for paying debts for capital construction; for projects to be scheduled for completion in 2015 (according to the progress in investment decisions, the capacity to balance capital and the feasibility to implement in 2015). 
- To allocate funds for refunding counterpart funds under current regulations. 

- To provide funds for refunding advances in state budget, paying off outstanding debts in 2015.

- To allocate the remaining funds to the next projects based on the schedule of approval. To review investment scope and scale of those transitional projects in accordance with the objectives and the capital balance capacity.
- To carefully consider and only allocate funds for new and urgent construction projects which satisfy all the following requirements: (1) To include in approved master plan; (2) To clearly define funding source and budget balance capacity at each level; (3) To carry out sufficient investment procedures under regulations prior to October 31, 2014; (4) To allocate sufficient funds for settling outstanding debts in capital construction under the provisions of Directive No. 27/CT-TTg dated October 10, 2012, Directive No. 14/CT-TTg dated June 28, 2013 of Prime Minister, Directive No. 33/2013/CT-UBND dated October 30, 2013 of Provincial People’s Committee; (5) Not allocate state budget investment funds to  projects which are unlisted in the investment spending tasks according to State Budget Law.

- Localities are not allowed to require advance from businesses to implement projects outside the plan, without capital balance capacity, without identified funding sources to implement, ect.  so as to prevent deadweight debt in investment capital.

b) Regular spending:
When making 2015 regular spending estimates, Departments, branches and localities are required: 
- To estimate spending on education - training, science - technology, healthcare, culture - communications, environmental protection according to Resolutions of the Party, National Assembly; to prioritize allocation of funds for ensuring social security; national defense and security in the new context; to have a necessary and reasonable spending on state administration. Regular spending allocation is estimated on the basis of current policies, regimes and norms.
All-level Party Congresses will be held to come to the organization of the 10th Provincial Party Congress; therefore Departments, branches, and localities shall estimate and balance funds for implementation under provisions of the Politburo and Secretariat, guidelines of the Central Committee as well as regulations of Party provincial committee. Concurrently, they also have to actively estimate funds for organizing many important events, holidays, anniversaries in 2015 in a thrift and efficient manner.

- To review and incorporate programs and projects so as to reduce duplication, overlap and wastefulness. To rearrange, restructure spending tasks in consistent with state budget balance capacity.
Public non-business agencies shall improve their self-management and take their own responsibility in performing their tasks, human resources and financial issues in order to diversify the types as well as improve the quality of public services and resources for public services development. Branches, units, especially agencies managing in the sector or field, and localities shall obviously identify which types of services provided by public non-business units and by non-public units; shall positively formulate price range, charges for services provided by public non-business units towards classification-based price adjustment: type of unit can adjust service price and charge to pay sufficient salary to its employees; type of unit can adjust service price and charge to pay full salary to employees as well as to partly or wholly cover administration cost and depreciation of fixed assets. On that basis, these authorities can determine the level of state budget allocation to suit with each non-business unit.
- Because of difficulties in budget balance, departments, branches, and localities allocated budget’s funds are required to make their regular spending estimates in compliance with the real nature of funds, to assure thrift practice, particularly in cost estimation for procuring expensive equipments and means of transport, minimizing the number and  mitigating the scale of festivals,conferences, seminars, signing or groundbreaking ceremonies, celebration to award titles, guest reception, for business trips at home and abroad, and for other unnecessary and non-urgent tasks; to ensure that spending estimates on these tasks are not higher than those in 2014.
- Departments, branches and localities shall continue applying mechanisms to generate sources for implementing wage reforms from a saving of 10% of regular spending (excluding salaries and amounts of salary nature); part of revenues retained under regulations of administrative agencies and non-business units; 50% of increased local budget revenue (excluding increased land use levies); previous year’s unused sources for implementing wage reforms (if any) in order to apply basic wage level  (instead of the minimum wage level) at 1.15 million VND per month.
c) Spending on implementing national target programs:
Basing on objectives, tasks, duration and resources for implementing projects in each national target program, departments or branches managing these programs shall cooperate with Department of Planning and Investment, Department of Finance to estimate and allocate funds for implementing 2015 national target program towards innovating methods of management and implementation; ensuring the economical and efficient use of funds by preventing fragmented and extended implementation period; mitigating the allocation of funds for spending on conferences, seminars, preliminary and final sum-up discussions, sightseeing tours, educational or training courses; and not including funds for delegations going on oversea business trips in regular spending of national target programs . 
When formulating implementation plan, departments or branches shall actively incorporate national target programs into other programs and projects which have similar implementation contents, and shall mobilize all possible resources so as to achieve the overall objectives of programs and to ensure the efficient, economical use of funds.

d) Government bonds: 

The 2015 Government’s Policy is to continue allocating government bonds for supplementing a part of domestic capital for ODA programs or projects, national target programs on new rural construction, projects on transportation, irrigation and healthcare which are approved by National Assembly for allocating government bond capital in the 2012-2015 period and additional government bond capital for 2014 - 2016. Strictly conform to regulations prescribed by National Assembly and the Government in management and use of government bonds.

e) For programs and projects funded by official development assistance (ODA): 
To make 2015 budget estimates according to the order and regulations under  State Budget Law, Law on Public Debt Management and their guiding documents, government’s decrees on investment and construction management, ODA management and use, disbursement schedule in signed documents or financial agreements of programs or ​​projects, detailed by source of ODA funds and domestic funds for each program and project, and concurrently by source of capital construction investment capital and non-business funds, ensuring conformity with disbursement schedule for 2015.
f) To allocate reserve funds for provincial and local budgets under the State Budget Law for proactively coping with natural disasters, floods, epidemics, national defense, security and performing  important and urgent tasks arising unexpectedly.
3. Estimation of local budgets at all levels
2015 is a year of local budget stabilization period from 2011 to 2015. Local budget estimates for 2015 shall be made towards ensuring sufficient resources for implementation of regimes and policies already issued by competent authorities in accordance with the State Budget Law, greatly contributing to central budget for promoting economic development, macroeconomics stabilization, economic restructuring and ensuring social security. 

2015 local budget estimates of all levels must meet the following requirements apart from those specified at Item 1, Section III of Item 2 above:
a) Estimation of local budget revenues: 

Based on the objectives set in the 2011 – 2015 socio-economic development plan, the possibilities of accomplishing 2014 socio-economic and state budget targets, expected economic growth and revenues for 2015 of each sector and domain, the capacity and efficiency of business and production activities of taxpayers in the province, as well as revenues newly arising in localities; to properly and fully calculate revenues for each domain, each type of tax under regulations. To clearly analyze and evaluate impacts on estimation of 2015 state budget revenues for each local, each domain, each type of revenue and tax, especially assessing the impacts caused by applying policies for tax extension, reduction or exemption, land lease exemption and policies for collecting budget revenues which are approved by competent authorities.
b) Estimation of local budget expenditure: 

Based on local budget revenues allocated from central budget, and supplements from high-level budget to low-level budget (if any) stabilized under the 2014 budget estimates; to make local budget expenditure estimates detailed for each spending field, especially paying attention to and ensuring wisely spending on education – training, healthcare, science and technology, culture and communications, environmental issues.

Based on the local budget balance capacity, the implementation of 2014 targeted additional funds from high-level to low-level budgets, and current policies and regimes, to estimate spending for important projects and tasks, make estimates of 2015 targeted additional funds from high-level budget according to Point b, Clause 2, Article 29 of the Government’s Decree No. 60/2003/ ND-CP dated June 06, 2003 detailing and guiding the implementation of the State Budget Law. In particular, targeted additional investment are estimated on the basis of criteria, the norms under Prime Minister’s Decision No. 60/2010/QD-TTG dated September 30, 2010 promulgating rules, criteria and norms for allocation of development investment capital from the 2011-2015 state budget; targeted additional estimates for non-business funding based on the regimes and policies which are adopted to ensure funds for the implementation of 2015 regulations and policies.
c) Land use levies: 

Localities shall estimate 2015 land use levies in their area in conformity with the implementation of approved land use master plans, schedule for land use right auctions, land allocation and land use levy payment, estimated land use levies for projects extended payment period to 2014 due to financial problem. At the same time, they shall formulate plans on corresponding spending estimates for capital construction investment.
d) Revenues from “national construction” lottery: 

Through the state budget, to manage revenues and expenditures (not collect into state budget balance) which is used for investments of social welfare works under regulations, focusing on education, healthcare, together with agricultural and rural infrastructure. 

e) To formulate a plan for mobilizing capital and paying debts (both principal and interest) for development investment under the State Budget Law and Government’s Decree No. 60/2003/ND-CP dated June 06, 2003 detailing and guiding the implementation of State Budget Law in order to ensure that the debit balance do not exceed 30% of the provincial spending estimates of construction investment.

4. Together with the 2015 state budget estimation, departments, agencies, localities  and state budget-funded units shall proactively evaluate and analyze achievements and weaknesses in the management of  budget revenues and expenditures in 2014; evaluate the finalization of completed investment project capital (for projects which have completed without unapproved finalization by the end of June 2014 but expected to be finalized by the end of 2014); direct and organize the finalization, examination, review and approval of the 2013 state budget settlement under the State Budget Law; disclose the 2012 state budget settlement; inspect, examine and supervise the management and use of investment development funds; handle and settle right at the estimation stage problems and wrong doings in budget estimate which fail to conform with realities and resolutions of the Party, National Assembly and Government, People’s Council that are carefully reviewed and proposed by  inspection agencies under regulations.
B. IMPLEMENTATION ASSIGNMENT 
1. Department of Planning and Investment: 
a) To assume the prime responsibility for, and coordinate with Department of Finance in calculating, identifying major estimation methods and balances as a basis for departments, branches and localities to formulate their own socio- economic development plan and State budget estimates for 2015. 
b) Based on the guidelines of Ministry of Planning and Investment, to instruct departments, branches and localities in formulating and synthesizing socio-economic development plans into which incorporating reports on the performance of programs, objectives, orientations, and solutions for human resource development, the implementation of millennium goals, and development investment plan for the state budget and government bonds plan for 2015.  To estimate the capital mobilization and balance capacity for the 2015 investment and planning divided by each branch and domain.

2. Department of Finance:

a) To assume the prime responsibility for, and coordinate with Tax Bureau, Customs Bureau and related agencies in evaluating the implementation of 2014 state budget revenues and expenditures; in making the 2015 state budget estimates. 

b) To assume the prime responsibility for, and coordinate with other concerned departments, branches and localities in estimating allocation of 2015 regular expenditures from local budget, supplements of 2015 regular spending from provincial-level budget to the district, city or town- level budget.
3. Bureau of Statistics:

To cooperate with Department of Planning and Investment, other concerned departments, agencies and units in evaluating the implementation of the 2014 socio-economic development plan. 
4. Other departments, branches and units:

To assume the prime responsibility for evaluating the implementation of the 2014 plans and national target programs within their responsibilities; to formulate 2015 socio-economic development plans and state budget estimates for branches and domains under their management, plans for national target programs under their prime responsibilities. In which to include: setting objectives, targets and plans for socio-economic development; proposing new solutions, mechanisms, policies and regimes, or proposing amendments and supplements to current policies and regimes; then reporting to provincial People's Committee or Central-level agencies for solutions.
5. People's Committees of districts, Long Khanh town, Bien Hoa city: 
a. To evaluate the implementation of 2014 socio-economic development plans in terms of accomplished and unaccomplished issues, of reasons for remaining weaknesses and problems, based on objectives already set in Resolution of District-level Party Committee (Town-level  or City-level Party Committee), Resolutions of People's Council of districts (towns, city). 
b. To assume the prime responsibility for organizing and directing local authorities to formulate their socio-economic development plans, state budget estimates and investment plans for 2015; to take charge of  their owns budget planning and estimating. 
c. To gather opinions of the unions and community on their draft socio-economic development plans and state budget estimates for 2015 for the purposes of creating widespread consensus, then submitting to competent authorities for decisions; and concurrently report to functional agencies under regulations.
II. Planning schedules:
1. Prior to July 04, 2014, Department of Planning and Investment, Department of Finance shall promulgate documents guiding framework plan on socio-economic development and state budget estimates for 2015. 
2. Prior to July 15, 2014, departments, branches, localities, state budget-funded agencies and units shall submit their reports on the implementation of the 2014 plans; formulate socio-economic development plans, state budget estimates, and investment plans for 2015; and shall submit reports to Department of Planning and Investment, Department of Finance for sum-up. 
3. Prior to July 18, 2014: Department of Planning and Investment, Department of Finance shall summarize and report the implementation of plans in 2014 as well as summarize socio-economic development plans, state budget estimates, and investment plans for 2015; concurrently, prepare the allocation of planned targets and state budget then submit to Provincial People’s Committee for appraisal and submit to Ministry of Planning and Investment, Ministry of Finance, the State Audit of Vietnam before July 20, 2014.

4. From August 2014 to early October 2014, departments, branches and localities, based on nine months implementation of 2014, shall review and supplement objectives, tasks and solutions for 2015 then  submit to Department of Planning and Investment prior to October 15, 2014 to complete before reporting to Provincial People’s Committee for being submitted and reviewed next by Provincial People’s Council.

5. After receiving the Decision on assignment of the 2015 socio-economic development plans and state budget estimates, 2015 investment plans from the Government, Ministries and central agencies, Department of Planning and Investment and Department of Finance shall complete socio-economic development plans and state budget estimates for 2015, report to Provincial People's Committee for comments, conclusion and submission  to the Provincial People's Councils for approval as a basis for allocation of 2015 planned targets in early December, 2014.

6. Prior to December 31, 2014, the estimation units shall decide on allocation and assignment of  budget revenue-expenditure estimates for each subordinate unit on the basis of tasks and estimates assigned and directed by competent authorities. 

Chairman of Provincial People’s Committee instructs Directors of departments and branches, Chairpersons of districts, Long Khanh town and Bien Hoa city, Chairpersons of Board of Members, General Directors (Directors) of State-owned enterprises, Heads of state budget-funded agencies, units and organizations to take charge of  properly implementing this Directive. /.
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
